DAY 1 - EMBARKATION — PORTO, PORTUGAL

Con-
cluding both tours, you will have the opportunity to
sample local traditional specialties, such as bélas de
Lamego, bread filled with smoked ham; presunto, a
type of dry-cured ham; and Espumante, a Portuguese
sparkling wine.
